HANGING PAPER HOT AIR BALLOON
Supplies:

Colorful Paper or Cardstock – If you do not have any colorful cardstock on hand, consider an alternative. Trying creating your own by drawing patterns and shapes with markers or colored pencils. You could also use leftover wrapping paper by gluing it to an old cereal box to give it more stability. 

Clear Tape or Glue Stick – You can also use other adhesive’s you may have at home.
Scissors

Pencil/Pen
String to hang your finished Hot Air Balloon (examples: kite string, fishing line, floss, baker’s twine, etc.)

Directions:

Step 1: Begin by creating a template for your balloon on a scrap piece of paper or cardboard (see photo). Your balloon can be as large or as small as you would like. If you are worried about creating a perfectly even circle, use a cup or a bowl to trace. Once you have drawn out your template use your scissors to cut it out. 

Step 2: Trace your template onto your colorful paper and cut out your balloon pieces. You will need 4 pieces per balloon in order to produce the desired 3D effect. This is where you can get creative by mixing up colors and different patterns.
Step 3: Fold your four balloon pieces down the center vertically. You can use a ruler if you are concerned about creating a straight crease.
Step 4: Using glue or clear tape, attach the four balloon pieces “back to back”. 

Step 5: Finish your Hot Air Balloon by adding string to hang. Create multiples in different colors and sizes in order make a hanging mobile or unique garland.
